What is Nuchigusui...? It means “medicine for life” of “medicine for long life” in Okinawan language.

However, this ‘medicine’ is not just a normal medicine. It is a nutritional medicine for your life. For example,
we often say, “Oh, it was a good Nuchigusuil” after seeing a moving performance.

Also In Okinawa you often hear the proverb, “Nuchi du takara” which means “Life itself is our treasure.” It is the
precious word we have learnt from our experience of the wars and the history of difficulties. It is the lesson from
our ancestors that we must be brave to protect our lives however tough the situation. “Nuchigusui” is the energy
which supports our precious treasure: life.

The people in refugee camps who survived the battle of Okinawa celebrated their survival as well as their lives
with Kankara Sanshin made from American military waste cans. The sound of Kankara Sanshin was exactly the

“Nuchigusui” for the survivors, after losing their families and their country. But the sound was also an initial

cry telling the revival of Ryukyu performing arts that Okinawa boasts to the world.
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I 'am honoured to acknowledge and celebrate the 20th edition of the
ricca ricca*festa and the 10th edition of Theatre is medicine for life.

This unique festival not only offers the wonder of performance and the
opportunity for international TYA practitioners to share their work with
Japanese audiences. It also offers deeply thoughtful discussion around
this very relevant theme - Theatre is Medicine for Life.

As we cope with and contemplate with alarm the conflict that is so
very present in many parts of the world and its effect on children, the
idea of Theatre as Medicine stands out as a very important way to
engage with our young audiences. ASSITE] International recognises
this theme as one to be supported and recognised through our
members across the world, with the knowledge that so many TYA
practitioners intersect with education, with health and wellbeing, and
with children who have suffered trauma or displacement. The theme is
not only relevant but positive.

The effect of theatre is visible in ricca ricca*festa and it is wonderful to
contemplate the enjoyment that is in store for children and families.
May connections be strong and lively, experiences shared, and theatre
play out its magic for all.

Parents and
children still have a strong desire for theatre, so we have a stronger
belief and would like to do more for them. From July to August this
year, the 11th China Children's Theatre Festival, co-organized by China
National Theatre for Children and ASSITEJ China, will also come as
scheduled.

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In Commemoration of the 20th Ricca Ricca Festa

Ricca Ricca Festa, the only festival held in Japan by the International
Theater Festival for Young Audiences, marks its 20th anniversary this
summer. First and foremost, | would like to thank and congratulate the
artists, staff, volunteers, and everyone who have been the driving force
of this festival.

While the military aircraft was flying back and forth to the Middle East,
an international drama festival for youth called Kijimuna Festa started
in Okinawa in 1994 hoping to see different cultures moving back and
forth to the local children and residents. Despite the financially
attributed hiatus after this, the festival was revived in 2005. And | had
the honour of discovering it that year.

After watching some performances, | was awe-struck by their first-rate
quality. Each piece encompassed the elements of “music, arts, message
and bodily expression,” and was very tastefully performed. In the
Swedish production “Det kdnns sa det knakar,” an old man with a
double bass meets a little boy at a sandbox where they begin to
interact and get to know each other...Their comical mix-ups keep the
audience laughing, and during the scene when they play Twinkle,
Twinkle, Little Star we witness the growing bond between them. The
story ends where the two share a single cookie. Then, before we left
the theater, the audience each received a cookie with an explanation
that it was a Swedish Christmas cookie.

In the West, where quality art is considered enriching to children’s
minds, similar festivals are frequently organized. This in return provides
training opportunities for the artists and the productions to further
refine their work. Ricca Ricca likewise has hosted 1939 performances
of 621 different titles over the course of 19 events, inviting 553 groups
and visiting 279 countries. This has surely invigorated the performing
arts scene in Asia, including Japan, which was lagging behind in this
field.

When | accepted the position at Granship in Shizuoka, | first tasked
myself to create a space for children. | asked Okinawa Festival for help,
and we have maintained the Granship Theater for the Children of the
World since. I sincerely hope that workers of any cultural facilities visit

the Ricca Ricca Festa.
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Happy 20th Anniversary, Ricca Ricca Festa!

This year, Ricca Ricca Festa is celebrating its 20th anniversary,
counting from its predecessor Kijimuna Festa. Notably, this is a festival
being held at a time when theater groups performing for young
children are struggling under a recession coupled with the declining
birthrate, which is now being tripled with this disaster called COVID19.
For that, | must first congratulate the festival for persevering 20 times.

Still, it must have not been an easy journey. As soon as a suitable
venue was finally secured, the location would change, putting the staff
back to the impossible task of venue hunting. After the pandemic
started, groups from overseas could not be invited even though
meeting international artists was the biggest attraction of the event.
Changes were inevitable and the event was held including participation
by video. This anniversary was achieved by overcoming those
hardships, and the whole time, Ricca Ricca consistently played the role
of Dejima*, where it allowed us to learn about the most current state of
children and youth theater overseas.

Ten years ago, the festival also served as a stage for the global meeting
of ASSITEJ (International Association of Theatre for Children and Young
People). The subtitle of the meeting was "Theater is medicine for life
(Nuchigusui)", and as a keynote speaker, I, an international executive
committee member selected from Japan at the time, called the
participants to make theater as a life medicine.

Since then, Ricca Ricca Festa has used the slogan "Theater is medicine
for life." The weight of those words is increasing day by day, and it was
underscored by the Russia's invasion of Ukraine.

Eleven years ago, it was at the ASSITE] World Council held in Ukraine
that | proposed the concept of "Theater is medicine for life " as our
main theme and was accepted. The meeting was in Donetsk. And as |
write this today, on April 19, the television reports that Russian troops
have launched attacks on Donetsk. Are our Donetsk friends safe? They
are the very people who set up the council meeting and hosted the
performances that year. | pray. | continue to pray for their safety - After
all, “Theater is medicine for life”. To declare and reaffirm this, Ricca
Ricca Festa 2022 is about to begin.

*Dejima: an artificial island in Nagasaki, which was the only location open to foreign trade during
the era of national isolation in Edo Period.
